Mr. Crawford, following
the cessation of European
hostilities in World War II. had
charge of administrative, su-
pervisory and disciplinary con-
trol of approximately 18,000
German prisoners located in
Belgium and Holland. Many of
the prisoners were artists or
craftsmen by trade, and it is
representative work from this
project on display.

(Editor's Note: This is the second in a feature series on Davidson professors who have
had interesting, varied careers.)

Dr. Chalmers Gaston Davidson is Professor of History and Director of the Da-
vidson College Library — officially. But as "Chalmers" he has become a never-de-
pleting source of college humor and a center of student interest.

He entered Davidson College
in 1924

-
as he says, "where

else?." Dr. Davidson, a native
of Chester. South Carolina,
graduated from Davidson in
1928, going on to teach History
at the Chamberland Hunt Mili-
tary Academy the next year.
At Harvard the following three
years, he did work toward his
Ph.D., before the Blue Ridge
School for Boys at Henderson-
ville obtained his services. Dr.
Davidson then accepted a teach-
ing position in the History De-
partment of The Citadel in
Charleston.

Sitting in his swivel chair
with his hands folded to his
chin. Dr. Davidson went on
to tell that while at the Cita-
del he received his appoint-

m»nt at Protestor of History
and Director of the College
Library al Davidson. At the
tame time ho received a
Rockefeller Scholarship in
Library Sciences at the Uni-
versity of Chicago. The fall
of 1936 was the first Of some
twenty-odd to follow that
Professor Davidson was to
spend at Davidson College

In the spring of 1937, he was
married to Miss Alice Graham
Gage, his second cousin once
removed. They have three chil-
dren to date. Robert, 19: Alice,
12; and Mary Gage, age 12
months. (Dr. Davidson made
note of the spacing of his off-
spring.)

In 1943 Professor Davidson

became a part of the U. S. Navy— just how, he still isn't sure.
It seems that he applied for a
commission in the Navy short-
ly before his draft notice into

Summary of Ideas
For New Council

Last week this page contained an editorial calling
for the advocates and opponents of an integrated Da-
vidson to marshal their arguments and prepare an intel-
lectual and moral foundation for their beliefs. The rea-
son for this was that sooner or later a Negro would ap-
ply for admission.

Perhaps there arc no moral and intellectual
grounds for denying the application of a qualified Ne-
gro student, but there is a practical or reasonable basis
for refusal.

A Negro student may get along very well in the
classroom and Student Union,and he may be tolerated at
campus activities, but will he be given the opportunity
toenjoy all the rights, privileges, traditions,benefits, and
customs of a Davidson student? Only the student body
can guarantee this opportunity. Will they do so next year
or in ten years? Ido not think so.

Didn't tho Interfraternity Council vote to do away
with Hell Week last yoar?

Many are asking if the Peon Army will march this
year. Unless an act of God or of the Executive Commit-
tee intervenes, the Peons will march. General Red of
SHPAD states that this year'sparade will contain cavalry,
an international brigade, and, perhaps, an air-force.

In eighty days another school year will draw to a
close, and another graduating class will leave the ma-
ternal confines of Davidson and head into the Abyss.
Reviews, chapel, Vespers, Hattie's, and the Union coffee
will become memories.

No doubt each graduate will ask himself and his
fellows if the four years were well-spent, if anything
of value were attained and retained, if the end product
justified the sacrifices made in order to transform
the raw material, and if there is any hope for the fo-

These questions are not unique. They have been
asked in the past and they will be asked in the future.
Their answers remain the same. Yes, my little die-cast,
well-turned Davidsonian, the years were well-spent; you
are a unique product; there is hope.

If you have read this far you will learn that this is
the final appearance of Salmagundi. I, too, am glad.

However, one should remem-
ber that in other sections of
the country students are bet-
ter acquainted with standard-
ized tests and in many in-
stances study for just that type
of test, whereas many students
in the South are completely
unfamiliar with this type of
testing. This can account for
much of the gap betweenSouth-
ern schools and schools from
other parts of the country.

Nonetheless. Davi d s o n's
score is much above average
for the entire nation. The
schools listed below represent
the very best of American ed-
ucational institutions.

'62 EXTRA CURRICULAR
At the same time the College

Board averages were released
Dean White also gave to the
DAVIDSONIAN a summary of
some of the many high-school
ctivitics of the Class of '60.

These arc figures whichPres-
ident Martin recently reported
to the Board of Trustees during
their winter meeting to illus-
trate the well roundedqualities
and diversified interests which
accompanied such commend-
able scholastic achievement.

ATHLETICS
In athletics 551 of the

Freshmen won monograms and
many others participated but
not to a sufficient extent to
earn a letter. Those who won
varsity letters averaged four
letters per student, which in-
dicates year-round athletic par-
ticipation.

About one-third of the class
were either president or vice-
president of their high school
student body or of their class
in high school. Of this number
twenty freshmen were presi-
dent of their student body. In
addition to the 33% cited
above an additional 42% held
some major class office or a
major office in a church group.

EDITORS
While approximately one-half

of the class were on the staff

We should have the proper feel-
ings of gratitude, of course, to the
network, the producers, and General
Electric, which sponsors the show, for
Davidson is certainly not an obvious
choice to compete in the same league
as schools like Notre Dame and
Princeton.

We hnd better realize that when it
is announced that the challenger on
April 19's program will be Davidson
College, several million Americans
will ask "Where's that?"

It is quite possible that Davidson's

will do well on the program.

It is just as possible that they will

fail miserably.

With either outcome, however, we
are in danger of reacting the wrong
way. If we should succeed, there will
be a widespread feeling that our suc-
cess is indicative of a general level
of education equivalent to or better
than that of the school we beat. If
we lose, some short-sighted people
will declare that this implies general
inferiority in education and culture
among the students, and that steps
should be taken to pump the student
body full of facts similar to those re-
quired for success on the College
Bowl.

Either reaction, as serious re-
flection will show, would be irration-
al. The College Bowl is an interesting
exercise in memory and reaction time
for certain individuals,but from per-
formance on it no conclusions can be
drawn one way another concerning
the succ.es.; of a college's educational
program, or the worth of its goals.—

Several principles operate or
should operate in our system.
Rather than adopt the too often
prevailing attitude that what
governs best governs least, we
should seek a program which
best combines the fulfillment
of the interests of the student
body with the wisdom of au-
thority.

We are both an academic
community of faculty and stu-
dents, and a democratic com-
munity of students and student
council; the two-will of neces-
sity conflict in certain areas,
but nonetheless must seek con-
stant interrelation.

HONOR COUNCIL
The creation of an Honor

Council points to a philosophy
of leadership. There is ade-
quate leadershipon the campus
to handle the functions of this
additionalbody without any de-
crease in the quality of work.
Leadership duplication should
be avoided if possible, and
leadership development become
a more primary concern. Con-
centration of effort and time
should replace concentration of
leadership as a theme of cam-
pus activity.

GREATEST CHALLENGE
Many problems face student

government in the coming year;
they are of both a general and

Too many times we have heard
chapel orators attack the values of
the present Davidson generation and
warn us that we are nothing but a
group of conformists. For several
years student writers and caffeine
philosophers have placed the David-
son student into the conformity-or-
ganization-security mold with com-
parative case. It hsts almost become a
tradition to criticize the college.

Good constructive criticism is
necessary for growth and perhaps the
critics are partly right in that we
need more originality and idealism
on the Davidson scene. Rut for the
most part all that we have heard and
read about the Davidson student be-
ing "homogenized" and "moulded" is
itself,in effect, leading this school to-
ward stagnation in a pot filled with
cynicism and pessimism.

There is much to be said, how-
ever, for Davidson College as a liv-
ing ideal. The college prides herself
on the well-rounded program she of-

fers, both in the currk-ular and ex-
tracurricular activities. Perhaps it
would be a good idea to hear more
often from the musical talents of the
student body, for example,preferably
in the morning Chapel service. That
is, provided the sophisticates of
WIST's 'Fabulous Forty" could spare
the courtesy to appreciate this type
of program.

The anti-conformists arc right in
one respect at least. A basic defect
of Davidson .students has long been
an unconcern for national and inter-
national affairs in several areas:
science, politics, economics, religion,
honest intellectualism. Last fall, the
Great Issues Program almost kindled
a creative interest in the current
events which give meaning to our ab-
stract curricular material, but the
spark was soon to be snuffed out by
intellectual indifference.

This spring there will be many
cultural opportunities such as the
Fine Arts Festival and the ever-pres-
ent Artist Series. If Davidson is ever
to achieve the alleged broadening ef-
fect of a liberal arts education, it
would seem that occasionally the
Moorcsville flick should yield to a
personage like Clement Attlee.

a specific nature. The increase
in and improvement of com-
munication between faculty and
students through the student
council and between this latter

'
body and the students them- /
selves is the greatest challenge /
ahead.

COMMUNICATION
If communication is a peren-

nial problem, the need for
creativity on the part of the
1958-50 student council is a
unique and particular one. The
inability to specify the new ac-
tivitiesof the council will make
greater its inclination to relax.

Another area of concern is
the gap between faculty and
student body regulations on
certain issues and between
theory and practice on all
levels. The merits of both am-
biguity and hypocrisy relative
to the consequences of their re-
moval must be considered.

DOUBT
There is some doubt as to

whether we arc responsible for
our own constitution and
whether student body expres-
sion or action has any signifi-
cance for the other and more
ultimate authorities of the
community.

The specific tasks of student
government will be consider-
able. In the area of theft and
theft control, a decision may
be necessary to institute a sys-
tern of fingerprintingor locked
doors; if neither of these is
adopted, a stror.ger program ofthe present type will have to
be implemented. Freshman ori-
entation and the function of
the Court of Control should be
revised somewhat The Henor
Court should rievrlop effective
judicial procedure

The student co;ncil .«h >uld
consider the questions of af-
filiation with some national
body, a possible change in the
system of chapel services, the
possibility f.f rcadmitt nee for
a .student expelledfor an honor
violation, and the realm of
school spirit and support.
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
