College Inaugurates
New Lecture Series

A lecture scries, vvhlcii will bring distinguished
academic figures to the campus, has been set up with
$100,000 of the Reynolds Foundation grant of $450,000.

The program, named the
Reynolds Lecture*, will bring
outstanding parsons to the
campus for a period of two to
seven days. The visitors will
give lectures, hold seminars,
moat with student* and facul-
ty, and visit classes.
From six to eight lecturers,

chosen from a variety of areas,
will visit the campus each year,
beginning next fall. They will
represent fields of study offer-
ed at Davidson and others, such
as geology, astronomy, and in-
ternational relations.

President Martin has appoint-
ed a committee to administer
the program and to arrange (or
the speakers. Dr. Prontis W.
Johnston, Dean of Faculty, will
let as chairman of the commit-

tee, which i.s made up o( Dr.
W. P. dimming. Dr. W. O.
Puckctt, and a Dr. Rhodes, who
will join the faculty next year.

Dean Johnston reported
that from V4.000 to $4,500
would be available each year
for the program, and that Hi*
lecturer would be on campus
for not lots than two days.
He concluded. "I think that

it will be a fine thing for the
students, and of interest both in
fields wenow have work in and
in others that we do not have
work in."

ed "Lust in the Sty? The best cam-
pus poets and writers hesitate to sub-
mit their best work to a humor mag-
azine—but perhaps the best college
hamorists are just as reluctant to con-
tribute their wit to a publication that
is trying its best to go highbrow.

Ideally. Davidson needs a literary-
quarterly which would be published
separately from Scripts V Pranks,
which was intended to be the college
humor magazine and should remain
so. Our intellectual stock would be
upped considerably if we could pro-
duce a literary magazine similar to
the Carolina Quarterly, the Duke Ar-
chive}, or the Vale Review.

But this is an ambitious goal. The
college money handlers complain that
Scrips V Pranks costs too much as
it is. it would be impractical to ex-
pand Davidson's magazine produc-
tion

We would therefore make a more
modest proposal: Increase the maga-
zine production to four a year instead
of three. Two of these would be pub-
lished under the Scripts W Pranks
byline, and would contain only good,
pithy humor. The other two editions,
under different name and different
editorship, would be purely literary.

If the college is too shortsighted to
pay for more complete intellectual ex-
pression, perhaps the literary socie-
ties, Sigma Upsilon and student-fac-
ulty contributions could finance the
marginal cost.

Scripts 'n' Pranks:
Split Personality?

The year's final publication of
Script 'n' Pranks last Tuesday touch-
ed off a pair of sharply conflicting
critical estimates. One segment of
the student body maintained that this
was the best edition of the year—
others, however, complained that it
was the worst.

Judged purely on the basis of lit-
erary content and quality, the third
Scripts V Pranks is the finest college
magazine that has been published
here in the last three or four years.
But it was not a humor magazine.
Readers looked in vain for the tradi-
tional Who's Nothing report; the pig-
gish picture story fell short of what-
ever it was trying to accomplish; the
cartoons were unsubtly sick. Scripts
V Pranks was a good magazine be-
cause of its short stories and poetry—

not because of its humor.
Part of the fault may lie with the

available talent. Davidson seems to
be woefully devoid of humorists in
the tradition Davis. Keman and Cole.

On the other hand, the editors
must have been aware by now that
the very nature of the magazine pre-
vents it from becoming completely
successful on either a purely literary
basis or purely from a humorous view-
point. Scripts 'n' Pranks begged for
contributions from faculty members,
but what professor wants to be pub-
lished in a magazine which, in the
past, has taken sly swipes at all Dav-
idson holds as dear and true'.' What

Altered College Motto
Yields Sex Allusions

I A Davidson College sex motto"
It's been in the library for twenty five years for

everyone to see.
The story begins with a group

of energetic. hard-working,
Presbyterian missionaries in
China in 1935. These fine folks
had a sentimental attachment
to Davidson College. They lov
ed the institution for some of
them had spent their own days
at Davidson.

Along with this fooling of
devotion, the missionarieshad
a sense of respect for their
alma mater; they would not
have said or done anything to
mar tho fine, ace-old tradi-
tion of "their" college.
In order to show their devo-

tion and respect for their alma
mater, the missionaries decided
to present Davidson a gift

—
something that would stand as
a token of appreciation. "What
shall we present the college?"
they asked themselves "Books?
A chair? Money?"

Ono missionary suggested
that they give tho college O
rug. "China is famous for
hand-woven rugs," ho declar-
ed, "mnd it would loaf for
years. And its something ev-
eryone should see. YouHAVE
to notice something. If you
walk right acroa* it."
The next major concern was

to determine the nature of the
rug. "What design if any should
our rug have?" they asked. It
was finally decided that, in
keeping with the spirit of en-
lightened freedom which sur-
rounded Davidson, the seal of
the college would be an appro
priate emblem to be woveninto
ithe rug.

They wanted the rug to be'
placed in the center of learn-
ing of the college, the libra-
ry. Here all would bo able
to see the college motto:

"ALENDA LUX UBI ORTA
LIBERTAS" (Let Learning Bo
Cherished Where Liberty Has
Arisen).
The missionaries proceeded

ui fulfill their plan. They in-
structed a poor, ignorant Chi-
nese weaver to make a rug with
the seal woven in its center.
They gave the old man a copy
of the seal which they had torn
from the pages of an old "Alum-
ni Journal."

The old man had never
studied any Latin; the Arabic
letters teemed simple com-
pared to his own Mandarin
characters, but he took pains
to do Hie job correctly. After
laboring long and hard, he
tied the last knot and sum- I
moned the missionaries. I

The immediatereactionof the .

group to the weaver's handi-
craft was one of satisfaction. It
was only after a more careful
scrutinization that a slight— a
very slight

—
error was detected.

The old weaver had miscopied
part of the motto fromthe seal.
he had enclosed the small space
between the letters "L" and "I"
of the word "Libertas," form-
ing the letter "U" in their
stead

They knew that the rug
would have to be cut, and prob-
ably ruined, il the spelling were
changed. Thus, they decided to
ship their gift to the college
without attempting to correct
the mistake.

The rug arrivedat the college.
Officials of the institution de-
cided that it would be only fit-
ting to place the rug, as the
missionaries had suggested, in
the center of learning, the li-
brary.

It was finally docidod that
tho rvg would bo placod in
tho center of all contort of
erudition, tho DevMsoniaiw
Room, where an outstanding
collection of learned and in-
tellectual document! by Da-
vidson's own sons had boon*mailed.
"Certainly." the officials

thought, "this Is the only place
for the rug to lie. The motto
"Let Learning Be Cherished
Where Liberty Has Arisen" will
have a deep significance in this
place."

And so tho rug remain* to-
day in tho library of Daviit-
"en College. Occasionally ono
(he's probably a Latinscholar)
unite* or laughs to himself
at ho paiset tho rug.

nese weaver did what would
happen only once in ten thous-
and times; he unknowingly
formed a dramatically correct,
third-declension, Latin word
"Ubertas" from the third
declension "Libertas."

trisen).
