He said, "Even though they'd all
left their rifles at the door, Iwas
getting a littlenervous."

Bean said that "at about 1:50
a.m.,afightbroke out. Oneof the
eatingservice workersmade some
off-color remarks about military

condition of theCommons, some-
one reported to Bean that his
Cushman Police scooter, which
was parkeddirectly in front of the
Commons,had been turned on its
side, shot full of 9mm holes, and
hit with aLight Anti-tank Weapon
(LAW).

Bean steppedoutside and ap-
prehended a suspect, junior
ROTC member Will Travell
Travell confessed, exclaiming,
"Noreally — IswearIthought it
wasaT-72!"

It was first reported that sev-
eral thousand dollars' worth of
damage had been done to the
Cushman, but later it was indi-

spending, and about five ROTC
men convergedonhim, shouting,
'Build theB-l!Build theMX!'"

Bean stopped the fight, then
analyzed the situation for about
five minutes anddecided to close
the party. "There were students
rappellingoff the walls and flash-
ing 'Rambo' knives.

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Jackman, who has publicly ex-
pressed his hatred for cats, in-
sisted on displaying the murder
weapons and bodies trophy-style
to thepress.

We know;we've learn-
ed our lesson — now hehas to pay the price for his wrongdoings,"
the former students added.

Accuracy in Academia establishes David-
son chapter

Accuracy in Academia, a Washington-based right-wing watch-
dogorganization which monitorsthepolitical beliefsofcollege pro-
fessors,has established a chapter on theDavidsoncampus.

"We're gonna find all the pinkos at this school!" said political
science professor Brian J. Shaw, Accuracy In Academia's new
Davidson coordinator. "We've got no need for vodka-snorting,
war-mongering, atheistic, fat-keistered commies at this institu-
tion!"

He explained that AIA is dedicated to removing all traces of
Marxist, socialist, or liberal bias from America's college class-
rooms by "makingafew lists."Hesaid,"We've already gotpositive
proof that there are at least 300 card-carrying communists on the
Davidson faculty, and we're out to find the rest."

Shaw said that AIA's tactics involve placingstudent volunteers
incampus classrooms to monitorsuspectprofessors with taperecor-
ders,microphones, and "very,very, verysmall videocameras."

Shaw said that Davidson AIA has already submitted a list of
suggested changes in literature titles to Library Director Leland
Park. "We think the titles of someof thesebooks shouldbe Ameri-
canized,"he said. "We'rechanging TheRedBadge ofCourage to
TheRed, White, andBlueBadgeofCourage;Ivanhoe toMelvinhoe;
The Scarlet Letter to The Muave Letter; and HuckleberryFinn to
HuckleberrySwede."

He added; "We don't allow any of our operatives to wear red.

Bakker
also mentioned plans to turn Belk
dorm into "a second crystal
palace."

PTL's takeover shouldn't hurt
Davidson academic life, though,
said Davidson Dean of Students
Will Terry. "Student life should
actually improve," said Terry,
"because tuition willbe free. Any-
body who makes asmall donation— say, $25,000— will beable to
attend. That shouldn't be any
problem for, well, the Hods, for
example."

Bakker said that there willbea
few changes in area course re-

quirements for Davidson stu-
dents. "We'll require courses in
Bible, Jesus, God. The Good
Book, Christ, The Prince of
Peace, and all that sort of stuff,"
he said. "We'll also encourage a
big emphasis on creative financ-
ing and television production.
Tammy Fay will offer a makeup
application course."

Bakker said that further
changes in the curriculum will in-
clude courses on interior decorat-
ing, direct mail, and the works of
Billy Grahamand Oral Roberts.

Bakker willalso work with the
college administration to reor-
ganize the faculty and staff

Genocide cranks out tough neo-nazi rock
sibility to know how unrealisti-
cally extreme their own views are
and they make this clear in the
beautifully cascading cut "My
Baby'sa Lampshade".

Racism aside,Back toDachau
is amarvelous record.Ifnot for its
musical breadth, then for its ex-
ploration into the dark recesses of
the human psyche. It is not a re-
cord tobe taken seriously;nor is it
arecord tobe laughedat. Itshould
merely beacceptedor rejectedon
the basis of what it is or is not.
Genocide is so bad that they des-
ervea placein thesouls ofdevoted
rock fans everywhere.

"The OvenStill Burns" wasabout
a firey,sordid affair (betweentwo
lovers,Imean).ButGenocide has
decided to come outof the closet
and declare their special brand of
prejudice to the world. The result
is some of the worst tasteon vinyl
(without ketchup, Imight add).
This tasielessness oozes most ap-
parently on the single, "Midnight
Train to Auschwitz", a jangling
rockabilly number.

Almost as bad is "Treblinka
Sunrise",a trashy,yetstirringbal-
lad of an SS trooper who defends
his post from the Red Army —
and pays dearly.

It is rare that arock band can

combine musical expertise,fanat-
ical followers, warped political
and social views, and sheer bad
taste into a frightening, yet excit-
ing success formula. Genocide, a
new international rock band has
done just that. A thinly veiled
facade for the religious neo-Nazi
revisionist organization N.F.J.,
Genocide is anything but apoliti-
cal. Notwo membersare from the
same country, with lead singer
Henry Eichman hailing from the
American mid-west,bassist Jo-Jo
Geobels from W. Germany,
guitarist Benito Antonio from

Italy,and drummer JoseMengele
(known to friends only as "Doc")
claiming to be "from somewhere
inSouth America".

Following a smashing tourof
the Middle East, which ended
with theband's arrest inTel Aviv,
the group wentback to their studio
in Berchestgarten to record their
appalling new effort. Back to
Dachau. After various battles
with record censors (within their
record company), the album is fi-
nallyhere in the States.

For the band, the record is a
triumph, musically. From the
symphonic Wagner-influenced
"Triumphof the Will", to the sub

lime bluesyacoustic instrumental,
"Mass Grave Reinvention", this
expansive album broadens
Genocide's musical spectrum
from their early hard-core punk
days. But the points where this
musical maturity scores turn re-
viewers' (like this one) opinions
from positve (black) to negative
(red) only after examing the ex-
tensive lyric sheet.
