International and theDean Rusk
Program sponsored a panel dis-
cussion on human rights in four
regions. Dr.Lafayette Diggs,Dr.
Grant Jones,Dr. Jack Perry, and
Dr.Lakhi Sabaratnam discussed
Liberia, Guatemala,Eastern Eu-
rope,and SriLanka,respectively.

After each of the professors
spoke, the audience asked ques-
tions about themedia'sroleinthe
area of human1 rights and the
improvement inthe variouscoun-

tries. In beginning thepanel dis-
cussionSabaratnamexplainedthe
purpose of Amnesty Interna-
tional, which speaks for the re-
lease of prisoners of conscience
andhopes to eliminate the tortur-
ing ofallprisoners." Diggsbeganthetalkbydiscuss-
ing the limitations upon human
rights whichexist inLiberia. He
explained that much conflict in
Africaisaresultof African goals
to eradicateracialconflict and to
correcttheimbalancebetween the
rich and the poor.

Because the two typesofgov-
ernmentin Africaaremilitary and
authoritarian, decisions are al-
waysmade from thehighestlevel
and sentdown,Diggssaid. Libe-
rianscannoteven jokeabouttheir
leader or a member of their
laeder's family, and if they do,
they willbe beatenand tortured.

InLiberia human rights viola-
tionsoccur in several forms: dis-
appearances, imprisonment, and
torture. "Pumping the tire" and
"letting the tree fall" are two
common tortures:aprisoner who
