Despite thediversityofthe pro-
choice crowd, they were all
marching for the same central
causes. Of primary concern to
many was theupcoming Supreme
Court trial involving a Missouri
abortionlaw.Itispossiblethat the
Supreme Court's decision in this
trialmaylead toareversalofallor
part of the 1973 Supreme Court
decisionin theRoe vs. Wade trial,
which led to the legalization of
abortionin theUnitedStates.

"I believe that the woman
should have the right tochoose,"
said senior Sheri Reynolds. "I
won'tdeny thatIhadagreat time
(at the inarch),butIthink that it
wasasininethatIhadtomarch for
myright to make decisions about
myownbody."

She added,"At thispoint,pro-
lifersaremakingamoralissueout
ofsomething that is a legal mat-
ter."
