Although therewasnotashigh
aturnoutasJames wouldhaveliked,
the fundraiser was considered a
success.About$2000 waspledged
to Gantt'scampaign at the event
and throughpledgecards sent out
aroundthe area.

As a result of the larger than
usual freshmanclassandmoreup-
pcrclassmcn choosing to dine at
theCommons, theDiningService
now has 751 students on their
contract meal program, up from
640last year.

employees via campus mail in-
steadof the costlierUS mail.

winningentries,thoughsomemay
takemoretime thanothers."If we
wereable to instituteasubstantial
majorityof theseideas, therewould
be very dramatic savings in the
collegebudget,"hesaid.

The four faculty winners all
coached theDavidsonEaglesnine-
and ten-year-old baseball team
thissummer.Whenthecontestwas
announced,theybegandiscussing
ideas, and eventually did some
seriousresearch intothesubjectof
energymanagementThatresearch
showed that better energy man-
agement could save the college
between $60,000 and $560,000
annually.

They recommended that
Davidson establish an energy
management task force to work
withDuke Power Company on a
master plan for saving^ncrgyr
Their reasoning wentbeyond dol-
lars andcents.Theywrote,"Inour
time, saving energy is not only
cost-effective, but morally de-
manded asa socialresponsibility.

While the cost-effectiveness
would be an obvious advantage,
the more significant dimension
perhapslies in therealm of envi-
ronmentalstewardship: aprogram
whichencouragesconservationof
scarce anddwindlingresources is
surelyconsistent withDavidson's
emphasis on service to the larger
communitiesof whichDavidsonis
apart."

Theyenvisionedthetaskforce

beginningitswork withanenergy
audit,andsuggested that Davidson
subscribe to Duke Power's intcr-
ruptible service system and buy
energy-efficientequipmenttohelp
reduce the costsoflightingandair
conditioning.

Kessler estimated that a cen-
tral procurement system would
save Davidson $300,000 a year
through competitive bidding and
establishing a partnership with
suppliers. Under Stevenson's car
poolproposal,all vehicles would
be checked out through acollege
motorpool, which would be re-
sponsible fortheirmaintenanceand
fuel.

Energy management and en-
vironmental stewardship were
popularsubjcctsinthccontest. One
person recom/nended putting
bricksiirtoileilanksTosavewater.
Another said the college should
adopt a standard of 78 degrees
Fahrenheit in the summer and 68
degreesinthewinterforall thermo-
stats,andanothersuggestedweath-
erstripping leaky doors and win-
dows.

The contestalso uncovered a
coreofresentmentagainstcmploy-
ees whoabuse thecollege.People
suggesteda lay-off ofemployees
whoaredoingpersonalerrandson
company time, checking out of
work early,punchingothers' time
cards,takingcollege-ownedmate-
rialforpersonaluse,loafingon the
job and spending college funds

The prominent issue in
thelast twoS.G.A.meetings
hasbeen whether or not the
InternationalRepresentative
should be given voting
priveleges at S.G.A. meet-
ings.Last week at theSep-
tember 4th meeting, after
consulting the By-Laws,
Student Body President
Doug Jobe informed the
Senate thatthe international
students would have to at-
tainacharter from theschool,
thusbecoming a social or-
ganization in order to gain
theright to vote.

Independent Senator
PremManjooransaidachar-
ter was the last thing the
international students
wanted since it would only
encourage further social
divisionandsegregation.He
did,however,hope that the
Senatecouldreform theBy-
Laws to include a voting
international representative.

First some background
information.

Currently the interna-
tionalrepresentativeis cho-
sen by the International
Committee,afunctionofthe
College Union. Therepre-
sentative sits in on S.G.A.

meetings and sends the
committee a report. The
positionwascreatedlastyear
inanattempt tofurther inte-
grateinternationalstudents.

All international stu-
dents are either independ-
ents or affiliated with an
eatinghouse andthus,theo-
retically, fully represented
in the S.G.A.Ihave,how-
ever, spoken with several
international students who
felt that the current system
didnot fully represent their
interests.TheyandIfeelthat
theinternationalcommunity
at Davidson has special
needs which deservespecific
representation.

Because all three inde-
pendent senators are cur-
rendy internationalstudents
some would argue that the
internationalcommunity is,
ifanything,overrepresented.
Independentsenators,how-
ever,serveall independents,
notjusttheirownpeergroup.
The international commu-
nity still lacks a specific
voice, and Ibelieve this
shouldchange.
