A short time later,itwas
discovered that the bylawsof the
Honor Council required the elec-
tion of four sophomoresand four
juniors,not six.

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Thesix areasarethennumeri-
cally ranked indescending order
and weighted. The weightednu-
merical ranks for eachschool are
then totalled, andthe school with
the fewest total weighted points
becomes first initscategory.That
score is thenconvertedinto aper-
centageof 100, and the scores of
the other schools are converted
into a percentageof that achieved
by the top-rankingschool,andthe
scores are finally ranked in de-
scendingorder.

Several factors are also con-
sidered while compiling data in
eachof the six significant areas.

Admissions
office ceases
to interview
applicants

The facts are simple: more

highschoolstudents thaneverbe-
foreareinterestedinDavidson. In
1990,theschoolentertainedaround
2,500 visitors. In the 1993-94
school year, that figure nearly
doubled;over4,500interestedstu-
dents,parents,and passers-byvis-
itedDavidson'scampus.

As a result of this enormous
increase, theadmissionsofficehas
incorporatedanew systemofhan-
dlingperspectives. Insteadof do-
ing eight to ten interviewsa day,
they willconduct five "individual
conversations" a day beginning
later this fall.

The change in terminology
refers to the attitude that thead-
missions office has towards the
sessions; they want to de-empha-
size the imageof a"gruelingthird
degree"asmuchaspossible. They
see the conversations as a time to
exchangeinformation and answer
questions abouttheschool.

In addition to the conversa-
tions,theadmissionsofficeoffers
four information sessionswith ten
orlesspeopleeachday.Threetours
arealsooffered.
TheStudent Perspective

Somepeoplesee the decrease
in interviewing as a
depersonalization of the school.
Many students valued theirinter-
views asone ofthemost important

This improvement is especially
evident in the area of faculty re-
sources, where Davidson moved
from an overall ranking of 30 to
18. Davidson's academic reputa-
tion has also risen,moving from
15th to14thnationally.

AlthoughDavidson'sranking
improveddramatically inmostar-
eas,it fell in the area of alumni
satisfactionfrom 25thto38th.This
categorymerely reflects the aver-
agepercentageofaschool'sliving
alumni whogavemoneyduringits
1992 and/or 1993 fund raising
drives. That percentage has re-

lower on that list. Weknow who
weare and what we do well; it's
nice that a survey recognizes
Davidson'sachievement."
What does theranking mean?

The number eight ranking,
which marks Davidson as one of
the top ten liberal arts schools in
the country, is a significant jump
fromlastyear'snumber12ranking
and from 1992's number18rank-
ing.

Davidson's overall score, a
91.6

— compared with last year's
88.5

—
reflects Davidson's im-

provement in seven categories.

LydiaLorenzin, Coordinator
of Academic Facilities and Ser-
vice, explains the changes: "Six
years is alifetime for computer."
Lastyear,adeclineinperformance
was observed on Apollo,largely
due to the increasing number of
users and the inability of the sys-
tem to support the excessiveuse.
Sometimes it took asmuch as five
minutes to log into thesystem.

To remedy this problem
Lorenzin explains that two new
VAX systems wereinstalled. One
system,calledCastor,willbeused
for statistics classes. The other,
Pollux,is for generaluse.

Thenewsystemsare25 times
faster than Apollo. "We were
straining Apollo to its max be-
fore,"saysLorenzin.

Wang's primary complaint
about the new system is the ab-
senceofa"send" command.This

port considers the ratio of full-
time students to full-time faculty,
the percentageoffull-time faculty
withdoctorates, the>percentageof
part-timefaculty, theaverage sal-
ary of a full-time faculty member,
and finally a class size measured
by the proportion of classes with
fewer than 20 students as com-
paredwiththeproportion thathad
50 or morestudents.

What changes improved
Davidson's ranking? Director of
Institutional Research Dr. John
Kelton emphasizes thatDavidson
hasmade significant efforts toim-
prove the quality of faculty re-
sources. Davidson has avoided
hiring part-time faculty and ac-
cording toKelton,thestudent/fac-
ultyratioremains "onthelowside
of 12 to 1, more like11.6 to 1."

Do the rankingsaffect
admissions?

CableWellsdoesnotconsider
therankings tobe the central deci-
sive factor for peopleapplyingto
Davidson, though she acknowl-
edges that theyare one consider-
ation.
