When William Brown says the Dave
Matthews show will be the biggest concert
event in Davidson history, he’s including some
pretty select company.

A virtual “who’s who” list of performers
have played at Davidson over the decades,
ranging from Ray Charles, The Temptations
and Chicago in the 1960s and 70s to The Police
and Phish in the 80s and 90s.

Butnone equaled the star power of Matthews
for one simple reason, says Brown, Director of
the Union for nearly 30 years.

“We’ve never had an artist who was at the
very height of their career,” he said.

When Matthews, arguably the most popular
alternative musician of the past decade, an-
nounced last fall that he would embark on a 12-
show college tour with guitarist Timi Reynolds
in March and April, more than 300 schools
entered the bidding war, said Lee Ann
Bannerman, Assistant Director of Union Pro-
grams.

So how did Davidson, with an enroliment of
only 1,600 students, manage to get chosen?

“I’ve had people from all over saying, ‘Holy
cow. How’d you do that?” said Bannerman.
“It’s getting national attention.”

She said the winning formula included three
key parts: First, the school has a close relation-

RENT opens
for 2-day run

Some tickets still available

Davidson’s Ticket Office has made more
tickets available for the musical RENT, which
will take place in the Duke Family Performance
Hall tonight and Thursday at 8 p.m.

However, the options for seating are slightly
unconventional. One option is to purchase
standing-room-only tickets for $30. 35 tickets
are available for each night. _

Another option is the block of tickets that the
Ticket Office will sell through a lottery the
afternoon of each performance. Respecting a
RENT tradition, at which each venue reserves
a certain amount of discounted seats for same-
day sale, the Ticket Office will be offering

twenty-six first and second-row orchestra seats

for just $20.

Lee Ann Bannerman, Assistant Director for
Union Programs, outlines the method by which
Davidson College students, faculty, and staff
can purchase these tickets. Between four and
six o-clock of the day of the show, the Ticket
Office will give out numbers. At 6:15, numbers

Students join protesters to

rally against war in Iraq
25 students brave chilly weather in D.C. protests

Davidson students concerned about the pos-
sibility of war with Iraq went to Washington to
join a group of demonstrators from around the
United States in this nation’s capital.

Friday afternoon a group of several students,
faculty, staff, and local newscasters gathered to
send off the 25 protesters attending the peace
rally this past Saturday in Washington, D.C.
Local news affiliates of Fox and CBS inter-
viewed several of the students to hear their
thoughts on the war before they drove off that
afternoon. '

The students made the seven-hour drive late
into the night, finally arriving at the house of
Jessica Carlson '06, who lives just outside the
city. In the morning, they walked together to the
Metro to head towards Judiciary Square, the
closest stop to the Capitol building, located at
the end of the large grassy square known as the
National Mall.

Blocks away the murmur of the crowds could
already be heard and the excitement of the rally
filled the air. Banners and signs undulated with
the crowd and the speakers’ voices boomed
from the stage and the scattered amplifiers.
Among the two-hours of speakers were Rev.
Jesse Jackson, Rev. Al Sharpton, actor Jessica
Lange, Congressman John Conyers, Vietnam
veteran and activist Ron Kovic, and former U.S.
Attorney General Ramsey Clark. Interspersed
with the speeches were rousing chants led by
coordinators and even the speakers themselves,
like the Rev. Jesse Jackson’s call, “It’s peace
time! It’s hope time!” ‘

But the protestors themselves were an attrac-
tion on their own. The recent media coverage on
the quantity of people at the rally varies from
tens of thousands to five hundred thousand, but
one recurring observation has focused on the
diversity of the protestors. Throughout the
crowd in every direction were college students
next to senior citizens, families next to anar-
chists, musicians next to businesspeople, to-
gether representing a microcosm of the Ameri-
can people. S

the myriad of banners and signs. The wide.

range of sentiments included: “Peace is Patri-
otic,” “Money for Jobs, Not for War,” “No
Blood for Oil,” and “Stop the Illegitimate
President’s Illegitimate War.” While some held
American flags upside down, others, including
the Davidson group, waved the flag right side
up and held high their symbolic contribution to
the visual dialogue.

As the rally drew to a close, the protesters
started on the path towards the Naval Yard. The
two-mile walk took more than four hours be-
cause of the methodical, deliberative pace of the
crowd, and all the scenery of uniformed officers
and of the both cheering and jeering onlookers
could be taken in.

Nearing the end of the day and the march, the
Davidson group was exhausted, bitterly cold,
but heartened and optimistic. Kendal Stewart
’06 is trying to hold onto that emotion: “We felt
a strong sense of hope—a harmony with each
other and with everyone there—and I want to
bring that spirit back to Davidson.” With con-
tinued dialogue and discussion from the pro-

. testers and students on both sides of the issue,

RLO presents
two options
for Martin Ct.

When the class of 2003 got its housing assign-
ments last spring, there was “a lot of confusion
and a lot of concern,” said Leslie Marsicano,
Director of Residence Life. In an effort to dispel
that confusion and assuage that concern,
Marsicano and her RLO team met with rising
seniors last night to explain two options being
considered for this year’s Martin Court housing
assignments.

Assignment Process A

The first option, Assignment Process A, is
“essentially the same as before,” said Marsicano,
“but clearer and more precise.” Under Process
A, senior-only groups would be processed first
and assigned apartments in order of the com-
bined total lottery number of the roommates.
Students would be able to cluster in groups of
two aparments—that is, two four-person groups
could choose to live as near each other as
possible.

Under Process A, RLO exercises some con-
trol in placement, considering gender, social
affiliation (membership in eating houses or fra-
ternities) and students’ behavioral record in the
residence halls as factors in the assignments.

“If you have a history of dropping bottles
from your window on third Sentelle,” explained
Marsicano, “we’ll give you an apartment, but
we’ll offer you a very nice first floor apartment.”

A specific change from last year would give
students the option of listing as many apartment
choices as they’d like, rather than the traditional
10. Last year, 46 of the 62 groups got apartments
listed in their 10 choices.

Assignment Process B

Assignment Process B was formulated in
response to students’ concerns about the “pu-
rity” of the lottery system. Uponreceiving hous-
ing applications, RL.O would designate gender
to specific apartments according to demand.

Ice storm clean-up costs
could surpass $50,000

" The worst winter storm in recent Carolinas
history began innocently enough, with after-
noon snow showers blanketing the ground and
allowing snowball fights and sledding runs to
break out across the Davidson campus.

Butby the time it was over, noone was having
fun. ’ ,

A peaceful snowfall soon turned into a crip-
pling ice storm, causing trees to crash to the
ground and knocking out power to more than
two million residents across the Southeast.

Davidson wasn’t spared. College officials
say repair costs could total more than $50,000,
most of that related to tree damage.

Only three large trees fell under the weight of

-the ice, but nearly all sustained significant dam-

age. None caused any major injuries—but
barely.
One studeit received minor scrapes when a

~ tree near the front of the Union toppled on

Thursday morning.

Another large tree next to Cannon Hall fell
just short of the Belk dorm —sparing sleeping
students inside from what could have been a
disaster.

“That one probably disturbed me the most. I
think it was the most significant of all. (But) for
a campus with as many trees as this one, that’s
pretty lucky,” said Joy Cleary, the Physical
Plant grounds supervisor.

Physical Plant employees began arriving at
11 p.m. on the night of the storm, and some
worked for 36 straight hours to restore power to
several key buildings, including Richardson
and Belk dorms, and Vail Commons, said David
Holthouser, director of the Physical Plant.

“Seventy-five percent of them were here
working when their own families were without
power,” said David Holthouser.
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Belk dormltory is blanketed inice followlng the winter storm;

“The gang was very loyal to the College, and
really put in the extra effort, really when they
should’ve been home.”

Workers were able to restore power to Cham-
bers Building by the next moming, ensuring
that classes could continue as scheduled.

“The campus has a long history of not cancel-
ing class,” said Holthouser. “After Hurricane
Hugo, classes were only canceled for one day.
I guess unless it’s pitch dark, classes go on.”

With power restored to most other buildings
by afternoon, workers turned their attention to
removing dangling limbs and debris scattered
across campus—a project that has yet to be
completed.

“It’s an ongoing process and probably will be
for the next year,” said Cleary.

An e-mail circulated across campus inviting
students to pitch in with the initial clean-up
efforts. More than 50 turned out, and Cleary
credits them with speeding the painstaking pro-
cess.

“I was very pleased with how it went,” she
said. “It was so heartening, a real boost to my
crew.”

Townspeople without power in their homes
gravitated toward the warmth and activity of
Alvarez College Union on Thursday night,
prompting some observers to dub it “Alvarez
Refugee Center.”

The dining services staff catered a campus-
wide hot meal in the Knobloch Campus Center
on Thursday night, since Vail Commons and

‘most Patterson Court eating houses were with-

out adequate power.

“One of the good things that came out of (the
storm) was that the Union became a ‘commu-
nity’ community center,” said College Presi-
dent Bobby Vagt. ‘

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College celebrates King

holiday with talks, speech
Weekend'’s events highlighted by address from
former Virginia Governor Doug Wilder

Often it is difficult to articulate appreciation
of and respect for an individual who has had as
profound aneffect on our society and culture as
Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.

On Monday, students, faculty, and members

of the Davidson community came together to

do just that.

The daylong celebration featured speeches,
community meals, and other special events
designed to embrace the diverse, communal
atmosphere that helps make this day what it is.
Attendance of this year’s events was higher
than it has been in years past.

President Bobby Vagt said of the day’s fes-
tivities, ““This year we had more opportunities
for people to involve themselves in than we
have ever had before.” He added. “Participa-
tion was up this year, but it still wasn’t what we
would hope for,” not intending to negate the
day’s positive events the progress made.

Vagt cited the combination of the commu-
nity convocation and the following meal as the
day’s strongest, and most highly attended,
events. The convocation was given by former
Virginia governor Douglas Wilder, the nation’s
first black governor, and covered several issues
that Americans have worked to overcome and
are still working to overcome today.

Wilder, a politician, professor, and Korean
War veteran, stressed the importance of educa-
tion in working past the injustices that have
plagued the nation for centuries. He differenti-
ated between academic education and “educa-
tion for the intrinsic value of education,” the
latter of which is, in Wilder’s eyes, an essential
element for social progress.

“America has gone through this period of
digesting King,” he said, “yet we still have a
tendency to forget about the power of indi-

vidual involvement. We think that some group
is going to do it.”

At the core of the speech was Wilder’s disbe-
lief at the fact that, 34 years after King’s death,
many people still believe that nothing has
changed.

“I hear people say that nothing has changedin
these 34 years, and [ can’t take them seriously,”
he said. “The only thing constant is change; the
only thing lasting is time.”

Wilder acknowledged leaders such as former
Senate Majority leader Trent Lott as an excep-
tion, not the rule. With wit, he recognized the
general citizenry as often being ahead of their
own leadership, much of whichisignorant to the
progress occurring around it.

Vagt noticed the crowd’s enthusiasm to
Wilder’s words. “I think he was very well re-
ceived,” he noted. “He was so positive about
what has been done and what lies ahead.”

Students would then go to the West Hall confer-
ence room, just as with residence hall lottery,
and line up according to the group’s lottery
number.

Unlike residence hall lottery, Martin Court
lottery would take place on Saturday, Mar. 27.
By RLO’scalculation, the process would take at
least five hours

There would be no preference given to se-
nior-only groups, and clustering would not be
available.

Having a say

RLO is actively seeking student input in the
decision, and students at last night’s meeting
were active in providing it. Of around 50 rising
seniors attending, a show of hands indicated

more preferred Process A than Process B. Con-
cems, however, remain. The lack of preference
for senior-only groups and losing the option of
clustering were raised as problems with Process
B, while increased student autonomy in choos-
ing specific apartments and neighbors were
cited as advantages.

Ultimately, RLO will decide which process
will be used this year. Students with an opinion
on the matter, particularly the most immedi-
ately affected rising seniors are encouraged to

. email Marsicano.

A decision will likely be made sometime next
week.

Regardless of the process implemented, ap-
plications for five-person apartments will be
due at noon on Mar. 18, and applications for
four-person apartments will be due at noon on
Mar. 25.

ship with Mike Jones, a booking agent with
More Music who is also a personal friend of
Matthews’ manager. Jones helped bring John
Mayer to Davidson in September.

Second, the school has a good reputation as a
concert venue. Matthews has played to 50,000
fans at huge football stadiums, but on this tour,
he’s looking to get up close and personal—and
Belk Arena, which seats 4,700 for concerts, will
allow exactly that.

“This tour is designed to be a small show. It’s
the nature of an acoustic tour,” said Bannerman.
“The more intimate, the better.” :

And lastly, Davidson’s offer was as strong as
any of its competitors.

“They guided us on how to make the offer,”
said Bannerman of More Music. “It’s like hav-
ing inside information. We had an inside track
because we have a relationship with this middle
agent. And we also made a very smart business
offer to Dave Matthews. All of that combined
makes it fall into place.”

Ticket Details

The show, scheduled for Tuesday, March 25
at around 9 p.m., will last three hours, and is
expected to sell out almost immediately.

Bannerman said she received more than 50 e-
mails and phone calls asking for ticket informa-
tion within days of the show’s announcement.

Matthews will likely arrive in Davidson that
aftemoon and leave after the show. He is not
expected to make any other appearances during
the stop.

Students, staff and faculty will get the first
crack at the best seats at 10 a.m. on Thursday,
Feb. 6, whenareserved block of 1,500 tickets go

on sale for $39.50 in the Union.

Long lines are expected, and the sale may
last well into the afternoon. Bannerman said she
wouldn’t be surprised if some students camped
out in the Union the night before to get the very
best seats.

“I’m certainly not encouraging that, but [ am
anticipating that it’s a possibility,” she said.
“It’s first-come, first-serve, so the soon you're
here, the better.”

She pointed out that Belk Arena’s sight lines
will allow everyone to get a good view of the
stage. )

“In all honesty, there’s not a bad seat, even if
you’re up in the bleachers. (But) if you want to
be right up front, you’ve got to get in line,” she
said.

Students who have class that morning are
encouraged to give their CatCards to friends
who can purchase tickets for each CatCard they
have.
